Part A: Pupil premium strategy plan
At St Mary & St Joseph’s RC Primary School our intention is that all pupils, irrespective of their background or the challenges they face, make good progress and achieve high attainment across all subject areas. Our pupil premium strategy will set out our key aims and principles in ensuring that our disadvantaged pupils are provided with effective support to enable them to thrive. It is our philosophy to treat pupils as individuals, providing them with equality of opportunity and an education suited to their needs.
High-quality teaching and support are at the heart of our approach, with a focus on those areas in which disadvantaged pupils require the most support. This proven to have the greatest impact on closing the disadvantaged attainment gap and at the same time benefit the non- disadvantaged pupils in our school. Implicit in the intended outcomes, is the intention that non-disadvantaged pupils’ attainment will be sustained and improved alongside progress for their disadvantaged peers.
In addition, we are responsive to challenges as they arise for our pupils, whether academically or emotionally. All of our staff are committed to raising standards for our disadvantaged pupils, this is through identification and targeted support and high expectations for all pupils. 
At St Mary & St Joseph’s School we work tirelessly to ensure all children achieve their full potential. To ensure our strategies and interventions have maximum affect and impact, our governing body routinely examine data and the impact of this additional funding upon the progress made over time by our PP learners. Through scrutiny, governors are able to challenge in regards to the impact this further funding provides, determine clear routes of accountability for the additional funds received and support the rationale behind the allocation of PP funding.

	Language: Support for children in Foundation Stage and Key Stage 1 to provide early language intervention and support.

	Lack of enrichment experiences: Ensuring we develop and expand children’s ‘Cultural Capital’ through extracurricular clubs, experiences, trips, visitors to school.   Children have limited life experiences due to social and economic reasons. Pupils need to experience a wealth of enrichment activities and a wide rich curriculum, in order to broaden their horizons and unlock future aspirations.
Support also for the health and wellbeing of these children through these clubs.
Rationale: EEF Physical activity / extending school day / Arts participation 1, +3, + 3 months.

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	Improved Parental engagement: Some of the parents find it difficult to engage with the school for a variety of reasons. This can have an impact on the way in which families can support learning, including home reading, attending school events to find out how their child is progressing and workshops to give guidance on how to support learning.
