When looking at figures and data from this year the Pupil Premium (PP) can be seen to be having a positive effect on our disadvantaged children. Our children arrive at school with very low levels of communication and language and through our targeted intervention by the end of foundation stage children, especially PP are showing great improvements, even above National levels.
The support given to children with phonics is shown by those working at the required standard, with in fact PP children out performing non-PP children.

With the exception of Maths in KS1 PP children are working closely in line with the rest of the class. This group will be targeted by use of Catch-up Numeracy and using the National Tutoring Fund via Third Space Learning.

In KS2 Children PP children made significant progress from KS1 and while there is a gap between the groups of PP and non- PP children, the gap has been considerable narrowed, while comparing with the national picture our PP children are broadly inline.
