	When assessed 9 of the 13 KS1 PP pupils fell significantly below age appropriate level and received 3 x 20 minute weekly Wellcomm sessions. Following the first half term these pupils were reassessed – all pupils had moved at least one section on the programme. Due to COVID there are no further assessments following the Spring Term.
Within the Listening and Attention, Speaking and Listening strands of EYFS all PP pupils made at least 2/3 progress jumps in the Autumn term. 75% were then working at EYFS expected standard during the Spring Term pre COVID.

	Pupils eligible for PP funding have access to a wide range of books and the opportunity to be heard reading daily in the library.

Opportunities for pupils to access the library at lunchtimes and after school daily.
	Autumn term Accelerated Reader – PP Pupils - 23% working below expected, 50% at expected and 26% above average. From baseline all pupils had made good progress from starting points. In 3 of the 4 classes PP pupils outperformed non-PP pupils in Accelerated Reader data. The data provided from the STAR Reader assessments is now used by staff and enables them to target pupils effectively and provide additional support where required e.g. Reading Rocketeers, 1:1 support. 

Take up of after school library was good for our PP pupils. 9 pupils attended consistently for a number of evenings per week. Through monitoring attendance, we were able to target a further 29 % to attend at least once per week. Various strategies were used to engage parents such as Dojo, telephone calls and messages from teachers. 
Library loan section up and running and for the first term pupils were visiting weekly and selecting books as an addition to home reader.

	Children have been provided with lots of exciting experiences in and out of school. Year 4 continued with Wider Opportunities music tuition and Year 3 with weekly swimming sessions. Topic launches included trips to Bring yer Wellies, Clitheroe Castle and Astley Hall. We will continue to subsidise the cost of clubs and visits. Robin Wood took place and made affordable and as a result only 3 pupils chose not to go. The impact of these is difficult to assess however children gained in self-confidence and self-esteem and interacted with people and places which were new to them. This in turn had a positive impact on learning on return to the classroom.

Due to COVID we will have to look at new and creative ways to offer such experiences to replace trips which cannot happen.

	Nurture TA to run ‘Shooting Stars’ programme for PP children
	The nurture room has been developed and provides a clam and quiet space for pupils identified with social and emotional issues so that needs are removed and or alleviated. Families are also closely supported by staff. The Shooting Stars program was received well by pupils and through this opportunity had invaluable time to work within small groups and develop a variety of social skills and take part in various activities such as baking, gardening. Pupils have been further tracked by AC following sessions and where required additional 1:1 session put in place for those needing nurture due to home life issues, behavioural issues and social issues.

	PE teacher to ensure that all pupils eligible for PP funding will have attended at least one sports club or represented school in a sporting competition
	Miss Boyle led a variety of before and after school clubs and maintained a register to ensure that all PP pupils had access to sporting activity outside of normal PE curriculum allocated hours. Where pupils were not available to attend out of school lunchtime clubs were made available and additional motor skills groups to develop gross and motor skills and levels of fitness. These included dance, gymnastics, football, netball and boccia. A register was maintained and monitored by K Boyle to ensure that all PP pupils accessed at least one extra curricular sporting activity.

	Subsidised Breakfast Club 
	Subsidised breakfast club has improved up take and all PP pupils have been given priority places and informed about subsidy costs. Obviously, the number of PP pupils attending varies on a weekly basis although 12% attend daily. To further ensure that all pupils are offered a breakfast toast is now offered to all classes daily and snack of toast or fruit is available at breaktimes.
Breakfast club has been donated with additional resources including books, games, puzzles and jigsaws where they are able to take part in activities alongside the staff.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Throughout lockdown all PP children received food vouchers and where needed food hampers were delivered to homes. All vulnerable pupils were contacted at least once per week and staff used Class Dojo to maintain contact with all families and provide support. Throughout lockdown school was open for our vulnerable families, however these places were not required by our families.
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
