	• Perform simple songs from memory, singing collectively at the same pitch.

• Explore using the voice in different ways. 

• Explore using the voice expressively and creatively.

• Find the pulse of a piece of music with some support (by movement or clapping.)

• Copy a simple rhythm. 

• Explore crescendo (getting louder) and diminuendo (getting quieter) vocally and instrumentally.

• Explore accelerando (getting faster) and rallentando (getting slower) vocally and instrumentally.

• Sing in unison and sing call and response songs.

• Respond to simple visual clues e.g. stop, go, loud, quiet.

• Begin to use the ‘thinking’ voice – e.g. singing words in your head.
· Perform own improvisations and compositions.
	• Create music as a response to a stimulus e.g. a rocket launching, a rainstorm, a rockpool etc.  choosing and using appropriate instruments to create an idea.

• Experiment with, create, select and combine sounds.
Create music through improvisation and learn some simple compositional techniques e.g. through symbols/shapes.

	Vocabulary

	Pulse - a steady beat like a ticking clock or your heartbeat. It can be measured in time by counting the number of beats per minute (BPM).
Rhythm - the pattern of long and short sounds as you move through the song.

Volume/dynamics

Speed/tempo

Percussion - a musical instrument that is sounded by being struck or scraped by a beater, scraped or rubbed by hand or struck against another similar instrument.

Composer – a person who writes a piece of music.
