	• Sing within an appropriate vocal range with clear diction, accurate tuning, control of breathing and communicating an awareness of style.

• Play or sing a rhythmic pattern or melody and maintain it as part of an ensemble piece.

• Maintain a strong sense of pulse and recognise when going out of time.

• Confidently and appropriately make use of dynamics and tempo (volume and speed) when performing, following physical signals and written symbols (pp p mp mf f ff  <  > accelerando  rallentando, staccato, legato.)

• Play and perform in solo and ensemble contexts, playing and singing with increasing accuracy, fluency, control and expression.

• Conform to the etiquette of performance situations as a musician and as an audience member.
• Sing three-part rounds, partner songs, and songs with a verse and a chorus.

	• Recognise the symbols for semibreves, minims, crotchets, quavers, semi-quavers and crotchet rests.

• Follow notated rhythms and melody lines as an aid to performance.

• Combine layers of sound using Music Technology software e.g. Garage Band, Audacity.
• Improvise freely over a drone or simple groove, responding to the beat, developing a sense of shape and character, using tuned percussion and melodic instruments. 
• Compose music for a range of purposes, confidently and appropriately using the inter-related dimensions of music to create specific effects, moods, atmospheres and ideas. 
• Explore the difference between major and minor by using 5 note set starting on C (major) or D (minor); compose simple question and answer phrases (AB) using the note set. 
• Combine short compositions to create a class piece, exploring different structures e.g. ternary (ABA), rondo (ABACAD etc) • Capture and record creative ideas in different ways e.g.: graphic symbols, rhythm notation, staff notation and music technology. 
• Make improvements to my own work, giving reasons using appropriate musical vocabulary.

• Improvise and compose music for a range of purposes, refining the use of the inter-related dimensions of music (pulse, pitch, rhythm, dynamics, tempo, timbre, texture and structure) to create specific effects, moods, atmospheres and ideas.)


	Pulse and Rhythm 
• Play or sing a rhythmic pattern or melody and maintain it as part of a multi-layered ensemble piece, keeping a strong sense of pulse 
Pitch 
• Play melodies on tuned percussion or melodic instruments, following staff notation and using notes appropriate to the instrument. 
• Understand how triads are formed, and collaboratively play them on tuned percussion or melodic instruments, or using music software, to accompany familiar songs. 
• Develop the skill of playing by ear on tuned instruments, copying longer phrases and familiar melodies. 
Reading Notation 
• Begin to understand the differences between semibreves, minims, crotchets and crotchet rests, quavers and semiquavers. 
• Understand the differences between 2/4, 3/4 and 4/4 time signatures. 
• Read and play short rhythmic phrases (e.g. from a flashcard) that contains semibreves, minims, crotchets and crotchet rests, quavers and semiquavers. 
• Follow pitch notation on the stave within a defined range appropriate to the instrument being played (e.g. C– G/do–so). Performing 
• Conform to the etiquette of performance situations as a musician and as an audience member. 
• Play and perform in solo and ensemble contexts, playing and singing with increasing accuracy, fluency, control and expression.


	New Vocabulary
Ensemble - a group of people who perform instrumental or vocal music.
Improvisation - the creative activity of immediate ("in the moment") musical composition.
Expression - making appropriate use of dynamics, phrasing, timbre and articulation to bring the music to life.
Accelerando - gradually increase the tempo of a song until otherwise noted.

Rallentando - a gradual slowing of the tempo.

Instrumental families -  These relate to the way an instrument is played, the sound it makes or the material it is made from. The main five groups are: Strings, Brass, Woodwind, Keyboards, and Percussion.
Stave/staff - a set of five horizontal lines and four spaces that each represent a different musical pitch or in the case of a percussion staff, different percussion instruments.
Ternary - a three-part musical form consisting of an opening section (A), a following section (B) and then a repetition of the first section (A)
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This list of repertoire is intended to give teachers a good start in terms of choosing music

for Year 5 and to highlight music which is age-appropriate. It should not limit the
